
Banister and Deck Shield Product Guide 
 

 
Inside landings with banister railings as well as outside decks and balconies with 
spacing between horizontal and vertical railing bars is a safety concern. There 
are products available on www.safetynook.com that when properly installed 
makes those areas safe for small children. 
 
The main safety concerns are: 
 

· The railing is too low – and easy to climb over for a child 
· The distance between the bars or banisters is too wide (+3”) 
· There are structures near the railing that a child can climb 

 
 
And certainly the deck or balcony in itself can be old and unsafe for adults as well 
as children! No safety product will remedy this situation. 
 
If the railing were too low, the deck would need to be extended higher. There is 
no standard safety product available for this purpose, but there are few custom 
solutions that can be considered: 
 

· Replace the railing entirely with a new safe railing 
· Add a wood structure (or metal) to the top of the railing 
· Install thick and clear Plexi-glass (Acrylic) to extend the height 

 
 
The products we have available on www.safetynook.com prevents accidents 
related to the distance between the bars being too long, accidents related to 
objects being thrown between banisters and accidents related to climbing the 
railing (especially with horizontal structures being a part of the construction of the 
railing). Online we carry 2 different guards – one is intended for inside use and 
the other is intended for outside use. Both products and the circumstances that 
warrant their use are described in this guide. 



Banister Shield 
 
The banister shield is a thick, scatter-proof, and 
scratch free, clear plastic that comes in rolls of various 
sizes. It’s recommended for inside use only. It’s 
simple to cut with a large pair of scissors or a utility 
knife. It’s easy to install with either screws and 
washers, or cable ties that are a part of the product 
package. Always measure the length of the railing in 
feet before ordering! 
 
It’s a great way to prevent children from squeezing 
through banisters and falling, throwing objects through 
banisters, getting caught between banisters or 
climbing on horizontal structures! 
 
 
Deck Shield 

 
The Deck Shield is an outdoor safety 
netting that comes in rolls of various sizes. 
It’s easy to install with cable ties and can 
be cut with a pair of scissors or a utility 
knife. It will prevent children from falling 
through bars, climbing horizontal bars or 
throwing object off the deck! 
 
Make sure the distance between the bars 
is not too wide allowing the child to get 

caught in the netting or crawl under. It’s ideal for distance up to 8” unless secured 
at bottom and top.
