Electrical Safety Product Guide

Many electrical hazards are present in our day’s modern household! Outlets,
cords and appliances are all tempting for children of almost ages to play with.
Especially appliances, such as TV’s and stereo equipment are not only
hazardous, but they also have buttons that are very tempting for “little fingers”. It
soon becomes an inconvenience to have equipment turned on and off frequently
by little toddlers!

The main safety concerns are:

Cords — poorly insulated, child bites through or gets caught in them
Outlets — child inserts metal objects or unplugs devices

Power Strips — baby inserts metal objects or unplugs devices
Appliances (TV, Computer etc.) — child has access to cords in the back

In addition to having access to cords from and to appliances and electrical
equipment, children also pulls equipment over and presses buttons!

All these hazards are found in every room of the house and we have organized
this guide around the hazard and product or solution itself.

Cords

: Exposed electrical cords are always
| a safety concern and should be
either hidden (bundled up and out of
reach) behind heavier furniture or .
covered by a safety product. We
have all the products from Wire Mold
available on www.safetynook.com.
Different sized cord channels that attaches to walls and
baseboards as well as heavier cord ducts in different colors
that runs on the floor. By covering the cords you not only
protect your child, but you also create an aesthetically much more pleasing and
better solution. No tools are needed except for a utility knife or a pair of scissors
to cut the tube to the right length.




Outlets

Unplugging cords from outlets is a common thing for children to do, as well as
trying to fit tiny objects into the outlet itself. To prevent this from happening there
are a few products available, that we recommend using under different
circumstances.

Outlet plugs — are relatively inexpensive and work great for
outlets that are not being used very often. It can happen that
the child removes a plug and then it becomes a choking
hazard. Plugs are difficult to remove, they fit very tight, and if
an outlet were being used frequently we would normally just
remove the plug and forget to put it back in!

A safer solution would be an outlet cover (or safety
plate). The cover allows you to insert plugs easily, but
will spring shut when a plug is removed, and prevents
objects from being inserted into the outlet by a child!
The outlet covers are easy to install. They simply
replace the existing faceplate and professional
installation is not needed. There are 2 different types
of outlets, so when ordering you need to know

. whether you have a standard outlet (1 hole in the

' middle) or a decora outlet (2 holes — top and bottom).

In addition to safety plates, 2 different sized safety boxes are also available from
www.safetynook.com. A safety box fits on top of the outlet and will prevent the
child from unplugging any cords. These boxes work great for computers, TV’s,
alarm clock’s and other equipment that would be very inconvenient if a child
unplugs them!

Power Strips

Power Strips are easy to cover. If you cannot hide the power strip away behind or
under heavier furniture, you can cover it with a power strip cover. They are easy
to open, to plug in and unplug cords, but impossible for a child to figure out!




Appliances

Appliances such as TV’s, Computers and Stereo
Equipment are — except for cords in the back — not
normally electrical safety hazards. Nevertheless, it
can be very frustrating when the child pushes
buttons, turns up the volume (loud) frequently and
